Families encourage co-workers to donate $1 or rwrgear their "jeans" on a specified day. (March 21

falls on Saturday this year, so most will do thiarth 20)

Families pass out printed material educating tbeiworkers about Down syndrome. (you can use your
own brochures or print out the material we will yice to you)

Families make personal pages with pictures of tttaid to post in their coffee rooms and bulletoabds
to encourage others to wear their jeans on thefmmbday and donate to have the privilege. (somes
placing a canister on a desk or a public arealfxfiigo raise donations)

On the day of the event, everyone in the officewaar their jeans and T-shirts with the special€3dbay
logo on the front and your DSA logo, sponsors amgather information you choose on the back. (we
suggest you include "Ask me about my designer gesresomething similar, but it is only a suggesjion

We work with a company that will guarantee the &ltsolowest price for your T-shirts, so you are ceghe to
compare those prices with your current promotiqmadter.

Last year, we gave our top 3 fundraisers a grecitgege of donated items that included various hélpdoks, dvds
and learning games for the children. You may wanprovide your top fundraiser(s) a special giftetecourage
them to participate.

Ask local Pizza place to donate Pizza party todapsrooms who raised the most money
If parent feels comfortable with it, they can addréhe school and explain about Down syndrome @ve h
a simple "cookie recipe” to help children underdtthis better.
If you choose, you can provide the Genes Day Tisstorstudents and/or faculty to wear on this day.

In the Community

Some parents do not work outside of the home, isdritportant to involve them as well.
Visit neighborhood businesses and explain aboue&&ay while passing out fliers and information
Provide a jar for counters to raise money for $isiscial day
Encourage banks, pharmacies, offices, restauramtischurches to wear their jeans on Genes Day
Follow up with these businesses and be sure theinaolved
Provide T-shirts to wear with their jeans on Geay
